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Video Surveillance Systems

Description and Purpose

Part of your campaign to improve safety and security requires you to keep a close eye on both hazardous environments and public entries into your facility. Furthermore, watching over employees who work with chemicals, agents, money, and heavy equipment is becoming more desired by owners, law enforcement, and insurance companies related to a commercial facility. 

Honeywell’s Optiflex, Network Video System, provides up to six cameras stations allowing building management to centralize building-wide video surveillance activities. Building occupants can use the system for:

· Viewing images on an 8132-I Touchpad, a PC Monitor, a TV, or on an Internet Browser

· Watching over lobby areas, emergency exits, stairwells, loading docs, and public entrances

· Storing images of alarms before, during, and after a critical event.

· Watching over the delivery entrance and responding to visitors

· Keeping a close watch on industrial measurement equipment or parking lots

· Use with Honeywell’s UVS: Universal Voice System for Local and remote two-way voice communications.

Using Optiflex with the system, you can:

1. Receive pages from a paging interface when building alerts occur or when departments are armed and disarmed.

2. Connect to your secure Internet site View current video events.

3. View captured history surrounding critical events that trigger Vista System alarms like hold-up alarms, manual fire alarms, and when the emergency exit is opened. See who did it, why they did it, and when they did it.

4. Using Honeywell’s UVS system, place a telephone call to the site to listen to activity, or to hold a hands-free two-way conversation with building occupants.

User Benefits

View up to four camera images on your 8132-I Symphony Touch pad: Your 8132-I Symphony Touch pad allows you to view four cameras at once, or to select any of the six cameras to view.

View Cameras from any a Network or Internet Browser: Using a PC, you can connect to Optiflex to view camera activity. If your system and remote PC are connected to the Internet, log onto a secure web site to view your facility cameras.  You can upload and store saved events for future review.

Trigger Optiflex to store video events: Vista systems can trigger cameras when critical events occur. You can store up to 19 video clips with 10 frames in each. Configure Optiflex to capture video before, during, and after the critical event. The system can capture events from one or more cameras simultaneously.

Software allows you to view and control Optiflex through your LAN: Optiflex Direct software allows you to view live and stored camera activity from your PC. You can also upload stored events from Optiflex to save on your computer for future review.

Look in from a secure site on the Internet using OptiFlex Video Surveillance: When responding to a system page, or when desired, log onto a secure Internet site to log in and view selected cameras. Locate cameras and Stations to optimize use in remote surveillance and video conferencing applications.
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Communicate with Visitors at the front door: When visitors request entry, the system can sound an alert to bring your attention to a Monitor. Using a momentary button or the system keypad, advance the monitor’s image to see who is requesting entry before opening the door.  With the touch of a button, the system can optionally unlock the entrance allowing entry of approved visitors.

Looking good: Opticams are discrete cameras that are aesthetically acceptable in every professional office, retail, commercial, or warehouse environment. If desired, you can use any NTSC coax camera with the Opticoax-1 BNC-to-RJ45 adapter.
